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Official DOT Directions For Electronically Junking Titles

Wisconsin Department of Transportation
DIVISION OF MOTOR VEHICLES

The Wisconsin Department of Transportaticn is now offering a new online service
e MV 1 1 which allows you to junk your vehicles online using the e-MV11 program.
L

The program is Internet based and is free to use. There are no fees or additional
software to purchase. You can be up and running in as quick as two days and the
only requirements are a computer, Internet connection and printer.

What is a junk vehicle?

A junk vehicle is:

1. A vehicle that can’t be used on a highway and has no resale value except as a
source of parts or scrap; or

2. A vehicle that an insurance company takes possessicn of or title to if the
Benefits estimated cost of repairing the vehicle exceeds its fair market value.

Inquiry function—Check Salvage dealer recorc :
validity of title

Option 1: Manual Processing: If mailing in ownership documents, salvage dealers
with junk vehicles (even incomplete vehicles) must do the following:

Instant update—junk brand

shows immediately

1. Get the vehicle title from the seller. If no title exists, get a bill of sale showing the
vehicle's identification number (VIN). If a title exists, but is not in the seller's name,
be sure to get 2 title plus a bill of sale from the seller showing the VIN.

2. Check that the title or bill of sale matches the VIN on the vehicle.

3. Don't buy a vehicle with missing or hard-to-read identification numbers, unless

Retail dealer can junk and VIN. For your protection, keep the report on file. Without it, police can seize
g-rg‘c\zsf applications via vehicles and parts with missing or damaged VIN’s. (s.

Technology that is years old is now being pulled off t
pistons. This is gaining interest due to the high cost of fuels. A company called Zero Pollution Motors plans to franchise
plants to build approximately 8,000 vehicles a year.
